TECHS Research Mission: 
 

To critically assess the effectiveness of the education and/or tools used to deliver healthcare 
simulation with the goal of sharing this information to improve the quality of continued training 

and educational opportunities offered both at TECHS and globally. 
 
If research is planned to be conducted at TECHS, the PI should contact the Director of Research 
for approval. TECHS must be listed on the IRB application within Iris as a secondary research 
site. 
 
Information to include in this notice should contain: 

• Principal Investigator (PI) of the study 

• Title of the research project 

• IRB approval/submission number 
 
When scheduling a session at TECHS using the online schedule request form, a selection will be 
available to indicate if research is planned. If this option is selected, the Director of Research 
will be notified and will reach out to you for additional information and to offer assistance with 
your research planning. 
 
TECHS will follow all institutional and governmental requirements for research and research 
training requirements.

Plans to submit for extramural funding should direct a notice of intent through the Office of 
Sponsored Projects in the CAYUSE system a minimum of 30 days before application deadlines.
